Sam’s Point of View: You think it’s cute and funny that Ryan’s ears are pointy and
you kiddingly tease him about it by calling him “Elf Boy.” You’re not best friends, but
you’re good enough friends that you’re sure he knows you’re kidding. You’ve been
calling him that name for a long time. And it always makes all your other friends laugh.
You don’t know why he’s acting so touchy about it all of a sudden and you think he
might just be putting on a big show to get some attention.

You can’t believe how
mean Sam is being and now you’re angry and not going to take it anymore!

Part Two

Part Two focuses on conflict resolution. There are several opportunities for

student participation. Please review prior to the presentation.

"How Would You Feel if.." (These need completed by the students prior to the part two
presentation). The diversity of answers for the same scenarios is discussed.

Charades using "How Would you Feel if..." with audience volunteers. (Teacher may choose
Charade volunteers prior to presentation). The need to recognize the feelings of others is
discussed.

A familiar story is read from another point of view.

There are two role-plays. Scripts are provided to the teacher after Part One. The teacher is to
select the students who will be participating. Give these students their script to look over in
advance. Please coach them if necessary. You will notice that each script has copies for the
characters stapled together. The first role-play is about teasing and differing points of view.
The goal of the second role-play is to identify how a conflict escalates.

I-statements (or I-messages) are taught. The students will get a chance to practice using them.

The presentation ends with a student leading the class with "The Pledge of Personal Power"”, by
Dave Hingsburger.

Volunteers needed

Charades - 6 (may be selected by teacher prior to presentation)

First role play - 2 (selected by teacher prior to presentation)
Second role play - 2 (selected by teacher prior to presentation)

Several students will have the opportunity practice I-statements

One student needed to lead class with "The Pledge of Personal Power”
